Message from the Vicar 
 

 

Here’s one of the oldest jokes in the book! 
A Hotel Receptionist asks a man checking in to his 
room, if he has a good memory for faces? The 
man asks why, and the Receptionist says, “There 
isn’t a shaving mirror in your bathroom!” 
 
Prosopagnosia is the medical term for ‘Face 
Blindness’ – the inability to recognise faces, even 
your own, or interpret facial expressions. 
It sounds such a strange condition, but it exists. 
But in the letter written by James (possibly the 
brother of Jesus) he is using this extreme and 
unbelievable condition of looking in a mirror and 
then forgetting what you look like, as a way of 
saying that it should be just as unbelievable that 
we read and hear the words of Jesus and then 
forget them and do the absolute opposite! 
 
James was challenging the behaviour of Christians 
who say one thing with their mouths but act out 
completely incompatible things by their behaviour. 
Sometimes we know when we are doing this 
because we feel guilty for behaving in a certain 
way or treating people with disrespect, but often 
we behave without thinking, as if our Sunday 
morning thinking hasn’t seeped into the rest of our 
week. 
 
I sometimes wonder, if we were arrested mid-week 
for being a Christian, would there be enough 
evidence to arrest us?  
Even Vicars aren’t immune – if I took off my collar, 
would people still be able to guess my life and 
calling?
