It’s not Christmas yet! Why would we be talking 
about Shepherds?! 
I suppose the saying should be “A Shepherd is for 
life, not just for Christmas!” 
 

Shepherds were not the quaintly tea-towelled 
citizens, gently tending their sheep on an idyllic 
hillside that we see on Christmas cards. 
They were tough! Not a single threat to their sheep 
would be left standing or in one piece!
