What sort of person are you? Glass half full or half 
empty? 
Do you find the positives or negatives about 
everything? 
A family member once said, “I’m not a pessimist, I’m 
a realist!” 
This is important, because being an unthinking 
optimist can be burying your head in the sand, 
avoiding the uncomfortable facts. 
There’s the saying ‘The pessimist may be right in the 
long run, but the optimist had a better time on the 
journey!’ 
 

We need the balance when faced with bereavement 
and hard times. 
If we pretend we are unaffected, we might be 
avoiding our sadness and in so doing avoiding the 
deeper healing that tears may have. 
The opposite is also risky. 
If we dwell only on loss we will be so consumed that 
we forget to live ourselves. 
This is rarely what our loved ones would have 
wanted if they loved us. 
 

Attendance of Spiritualist Churches to contact 
passed loved ones (or recreating their responses by 
artificial intelligence) is understandable, but one of 
the risks is that we forget to live in the ‘now’. 
 

School children are not allowed to take their mobile 
phones on residentials, not because the phones will 
get lost, stolen or broken, but because these devices 
make it easy to text and the children feel more home 
sick.  
They can’t enjoy the adventure of the residential. 
 

We don’t know what Heaven will be like, but let’s not 
turn our ‘now’ into Hell because we are envying the 
gift from God that we are not ready for yet.
