The Rev’s Ramblings 
 

 

This Lent I have been reading the daily meditations 
from ‘Wardrobes and Rings’, exploring Lent through 
the stories of 'The Inklings' including CS Lewis and 
JRR Tolkien. 
 
I’ve always loved the Narnia stories, but the part that 
stays with me the most is Aslan’s sacrifice in The 
Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe. 
There’s something really powerful about the way he 
chooses to take Edmund’s place, even though 
Edmund has made mistakes and doesn’t really 
deserve it. It feels so unfair at first, watching Aslan 
go through suffering when he’s the one who is 
completely innocent. But that’s also what makes it so 
meaningful. 
 
What I find especially moving is how quiet and 
willing Aslan is. He doesn’t argue or try to escape—
he just accepts what has to be done. It shows a kind 
of love that’s hard to fully understand, the idea of 
giving yourself up for someone else. When I think 
about it, it’s not just a sad moment, but also one 
filled with hope. 
 
Then, of course, there’s the moment when Aslan 
rises again. That part always feels uplifting and 
almost surprising, even when you know it’s coming. 
It changes everything so suddenly—from loss and 
despair to joy and victory. It clearly mirrors the 
Easter story, with sacrifice followed by resurrection, 
and the idea that death isn’t the end. 
 
I think that’s why I love it so much. It’s not just a 
fantasy story; it carries a deeper meaning about 
forgiveness, redemption, and hope.
