"Now that's magic" was NOT a phrase Jesus used, 
even though people wondered if that was what he 
was doing with his miracles. 
 

Throughout the Bible people got mixed up between 
magic and miracles. 
When God worked through Moses and turned a stick 
into a snake, water into blood and made frogs 
appear from nowhere, the Pharoah's magicians tried 
their own conjuring tricks, but the snake from God 
swallowed the cheap imitation trick snakes. 
 

Another time someone called Simon the Sorcerer 
wanted to buy the power to do the miracles that St 
Peter had been doing in the power of God. 
Peter condemned Simon and his money. 
 

I was helping at a Secondary School RE lesson, and 
the question was 'What is a miracle?'. 
Many of the students answered that a miracle was 
something extraordinary which changes things from 
their natural state. 
I was a bit radical and I said that a magic trick - 
whilst an illusion, makes us think that something has 
changed into something which it isn't, but I believe 
that a miracle brings something back to how it really 
should be by God's design. 
 

Birth and all its prior stages is a miracle, because it 
creates life. 
Answers to prayer can be a miracle, because it 
changes both the situation and the person praying 
more into line with God's design. 
Even the end of suffering can be a miracle, although 
hard to understand.
