The Rev’s Ramblings

The raising of Lazarus (John 11:1-45) is difficult to
hear. One hard part is that Jesus delays going to
Lazarus, even though Lazarus is seriously ill.

From a human point of view, that delay feels
confusing and frustrating. If Jesus loved Lazarus
and his sisters, why didn’t he hurry straight away?
It can remind us of moments when we pray for help
and it feels like nothing happens.

When our prayers don’t seem to be answered in the
way we hope, it can make us feel unheard,
disappointed, or even angry.

The story can also be painful for people who have
experienced bereavement.

Lazarus is brought back to life, but people who die
do not return to us. For someone who has lost a
loved one, hearing about a miracle like this might
raise difficult questions about why their own prayers
weren’t answered in the same way.

It can make the grief feel even sharper.

However, there are positive lessons in the story.
One important message is that Jesus understands
human grief. Before raising Lazarus, he weeps,
showing deep compassion and sharing in the
sorrow of those around him. The story also
encourages trust, even when we cannot see the full
picture. Sometimes answers, meaning, or comfort
come in ways we don’t expect or on a different
timeline.

For many believers, the story offers hope that death
and suffering do not have the final word, and that
God is present even in moments of waiting and
loss.

Trust God.
