If you were ever entrusted with responsibility for 
something which belongs to someone else, would 
you take better care over that ‘something’ because it 
wasn’t yours, than if that ‘something’ was your own? 
I suppose it depends on the love and respect we 
have for the other person, or the gratitude we have 
for what is our own. 
 
It is made very clear to Vicars that the people in their 
pastoral care are not their own, but Christ’s flock. 
The Bishop says to them at their Ordination: 
 
“Remember always with thanksgiving that the 
treasure now to be entrusted to you is Christ’s own 
flock, bought by the shedding of his blood on the 
cross.” 
 
I am called to be the shepherd for Grovehill and 
Woodhall Farm and in the future to include 
Gadebridge and Warners End, but we are blessed to 
have a committed and compassionate team helping 
in caring roles. We work together and support each 
other and need always to keep in mind that those in 
our pastoral care belong to Jesus and not us, and 
so, as far as we are allowed and able, we offer that 
care.
